Submission of English score sheet for the entrance examination for the admission in October 2026 and April 

2027 of Graduate School of Environmental Studies 

 

Master’s Degree Program 

Applicants must submit an original score sheet of the “Test Taker Score Report” of TOEFL (iBT); including 

Home Edition, not acceptingௗMyBestௗscores, the “Official Score Certificate” or“Digital Official Score Certificate” 

of TOEIC (Listening & Reading test), or the “Test Report Form” of IELTS (Academic Module). Only scores of 

the examinations taken on or after August 1, 2024, will be accepted. A copy, PDF Score Report or a score sheet 

submitted directly from the institution shall not be accepted. The original score sheet will not be returned.  

In case of applicants for self-recommendation admission to the Department of Social and Human Environment, 

however, graduates and soon-to-be graduates from an institution of higher education whose language of 

instruction is English do not need to submit a TOEFL/TOEIC/IELTS original score sheet. 

 

Doctoral Degree Program 

(Required only for applicants to the Sustainable Development Course in the Department of Environmental 

Engineering and Architecture, and self-recommendation admission to the Department of Social and Human 

Environment) 

Applicants must submit an original score sheet of the “Test Taker Score Report” of TOEFL (iBT); including 

Home Edition, not acceptingௗMyBestௗscores, the “Official Score Certificate” or“Digital Official Score 

Certificate”of TOEIC (Listening & Reading test), or the “Test Report Form” of IELTS (Academic Module). Only 

scores of the examinations taken on or after August 1, 2024, will be accepted. A copy, PDF Score Report or a 

score sheet submitted directly from the institution shall not be accepted. The original score sheet will not be 

returned.  

In case of applicants for self-recommendation admission to the Department of Social and Human Environment, 

graduates and soon-to-be graduates from an institution of higher education whose language of instruction is 

English do not need to submit a TOEFL/TOEIC/IELTS original score sheet.
